1. Log into MySQL from the command line

2. View the databases

3. If a database called “library” exists then delete it (the SQL command is drop database library)

4. Create a database called library

5. Exit MySQL (command: exit)

6. Download http://www.trii.org/introtomysql/library.sql (save it in the training directory)

7. Import this file into database library (hint: see “restoring your database” in the notes)

8. Log into MySQL from the command line

9. Start using the library database (command: use library) 

10. View all of the books

11. Display the books by author “VS Naipaul”

12. Select the book title of all the books on loan to the borrower with id 1 (hint: use the book table and the on_loan table)

a. [Optional challenge] select the book title of all the books on loan to borrower “Sarah”

13. Insert a new book into the table

14. View all of the books again

15. Create a user called “librarian” that can connect from “localhost” and has password “spectacles”.  This user should have permission to SELECT, INSERT, UPDATE, DELETE on database library.

16. Exit MySQL

17. Log into MySQL from the command line as user “librarian”.  SHOW DATABASES as that user.

18. [Optional challenge] 

a. Display the books that are on loan as well as the number of copies that are out.

b. Display only the books that have more than one copy on loan.
